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synagogue’s newsletter, tomorrow—if all goes well—

Gilad Shalit, who has been held hostage since June
of 2006, will be set free. Our Los Angeles Jewish Federation
is sponsoring an early morning gathering where everyone in
attendance can watch his return to freedom with a live-feed
telecast from Israel. I hope to attend and cheer his release.

In this morning’s Wall Street Journal (October 17, 2011),
there is a fine editorial that touches on the drama, joy, pain and
genuine angst many Israelis feel about the unequal exchange
offered for Shalit’s life. No doubt, good people the world-over
feel similarly. Anyone who has been following the details of the
Gilad Shalit prisoner swap struggles with its huge imbalance,
let alone, has concerns for inevitable future abductions of inno-
cent Israelis held hostage by Israel hating captors.

The WSJ piece is brief and I quote it in its entirety.

Israel’s Unequal Exchange

Israel has a long history of unequal prisoner exchanges. Since
1982, it has released thousands of Lebanese and Palestinian
prisoners in exchange for a handful of Israeli soldiers and civil-
ians, some of them living, others already dead. Last week, it
agreed to release more than a 1,000 Palestinians, many of them

serving life sentences for murder, in exchange for Gilad Shalit,
an Israeli soldier who has been held hostage in Gaza since June
2006.

The Jewish state’s repeated willingness to pay an exorbitant
price for its citizens is a testament to its national and religious
values, which stress the obligation to redeem captives. There’s
an instructive contrast in that, for anyone who cares to notice
it, with the ethics of Hamas, which refused to grant the Red
Cross permission to so much as visit Sgt. Shalit. There’s a con-
trast, too, with the ethics of those Palestinians now cheering the
release of “brothers” imprisoned for committing such acts as a
1989 bus bombing that killed 10 Israelis and the 2001 bomb-
ing of a Jerusalem pizzeria.

But virtues often have their defects, and the line between
moral values and moral hazard can be a thin one. The negotia-
tions to return Sgt. Shalit dragged on as long as they did largely
because Hamas had reason to believe it could drive the hardest
possible bargain. The same logic explains why Israelis will con-
tinue to be tempting targets for hostage taking.

Sooner or later, Israel will learn the name of its next Gilad
Shalit. Sooner or later, too, it will learn that the better course is
to give its enemies reasons to think twice before taking hostages
in the first place.

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Prizes are Jewish. Israeli scientist Daniel Shechtman

won a Nobel Prize in chemistry, Ralph Steinman and
Bruce Beutler were awarded Nobel Prizes in medicine, along
with biologist Jules Hoffman. Sadly, Steinman’s win was post-
humous; the Nobel Committee broke precedent and awarded
the award despite his having passed away just three days before
the public announcement. Additionally, Saul Perlmutter and
Adam Ross won Nobel Prizes in physics.

Israeli Prime Minister Netanyahu met privately with Shecht-
man, and congratulated him publicly, remarking, “I would like to
congratulate you, on behalf of the citizens of Israel, for your award,
which expresses the intellect of our people. Every Israeli is happy
today and every Jew in the world is proud. I also congratulate your
Institution, the Technion...” the Prime Minister said.

Confession: I beam with pride when I learn an Israeli wins
a Nobel Prize. I do so not because I had anything whatsoever
to do with the award-obviously. I feel elated because I know
it is a good thing for Israel, and it demonstrates (for whoever
might need to have it demonstrated) that Jews continue make
positive contributions to the world, improving our collective
knowledge.

I take issue, however, with PM Netanyahu’s remark that the

win expresses the “intellect of our people.” Are Jews any more
intellectual than any other ethnic or religious group? Do we
not have our share of non-intellectuals, just like everyone else?
Is there something innate in Jews that makes us smarter than
others? What about Jews by Choice? What about someone who
converts out?

I do not for a minute think that Jews are smarter than others.
Of course there are brilliant individual Jews, just as there are
brilliant individuals of other groups. But is this important?
While it might be nice to be brilliant (and what Jewish parent
doesn’t think their child isn’t brilliant?), I'd rather see good-
ness elevated above brilliance. Why is this? Clearly it is hard
to measure goodness, while it is easier to measure “brilliance.”
There aren’t many awards for goodness, and what few goodness
awards exist are not given the PR. that the other awards enjoy.
Brilliance in all sorts of areas leads often to fame and fortune.
There is no correlation for goodness.

Congratulations to all winners of the Nobel Prizes in the
sciences (I feel quite differently about the Nobel Peace Prize,
which is often awarded for rather subjective, and might I say
questionable motives.) May your contributions improve our
world for good, and may other scientists be inspired by your
contributions to our society.

congregation was a remarkable “Kehillat.”

Yet just before this past Yom Kippur, together with my
mother in-law, we were absolutely horrified to learn that the
Corona synagogue had filed for Chapter 11 bankruptcy protec-
tion. How could this have happened? How could a quorum of
educated people get into such a situation?

Simply put, swayed by the risky optimism of persuasive per-
sonalities on the Board, they banked on a think big “Field of
Dreams” (i.e., a “cart before the horse”): sell what they owned
to partially fund building a brand new synagogue in a new
park-like setting with a capacity for up to 200 members. Mem-
bership did double, from 40 to 70 households, but the mem-
bership, fundraisers and afhiliate contributions didn’t come
anywhere close to their new fiscal responsibilities.

W eekly, on Fridays, the Wall Street journal publishes a
feature article called “Houses of Worship.” On Octo-
ber 14, the article focused on the revival of Judaism
in Russia.

n those occasions when I attend services at Reform

congregations, I am always caught up short during the

Amidah, the standing prayers, at the second blessing.
The Reform service changes the phrase “mekbayeh ha-matim”
(makes alive the dead) to “mebkahyeh ha-kol” (makes alive all
or everything).

Our Siddur Sim Shalom reads as “Baruch Awmah Ado-nai
mekhayeh ha-matim,” using the traditional Hebrew formula. We
spin the translation a bit, so as not to offend our modern sensibili-
ties. Literally it should read something like “Blessed are You, Lord,
who makes alive (or revives, or resurrects) the dead.” Sim Shalom’s
English is “Blessed are You, Lord, Master of Life and Death.”

That editorial fudging was pretty much standard in the
Reform movement from its inception in the German speak-
ing lands in the middle of the 19® century to the 1975 edi-
tion of the Reform Siddur, Gates of Prayer. While the Reform
movement objected to the idea of the physical resurrection of
the dead when the Messiah might come, generally they could
not bring themselves to jettison the traditional Hebrew version.
Untdl 1975, the movement kept the Hebrew
original and redacted the translation, except
for a minority who dropped the blessing alto-
gether. Thus in Gates of Prayer, the wording is
chz;llllged to “mekhayeh ha-kol,” “who gives life
to all.”

As one who attempts to attend to traditional
devotions with some regularity, I've developed
a rhythm to my prayer. The traditional lan-

about both messianic redemption and the physical resurrec-
tion of the dead upon his (first) coming. I am not sure that I
could argue persuasively and cogently for those concepts. But
they seem to fit with other pieces of our liturgical tradition,
which itself slowly evolved as a collaboration between rabbinic
leadership and the ordinary, “stam” Jew. Besides, the notion
has a valiantly medieval appeal. Maybe someday I'll be able to
ask Rashi about it.

guage of this second blessing lends itself to a
natural poetic rhythm with a solid, clear meter.
By reducing the closing words of the bracha
from six (“mekahyeh ha-matim”) to five syl-
lables (“mekhayeh ha-kol’), it breaks my stride.
I stumble over the rendition, not hearing, and
thus waiting, for that closing “-im.”

Aside from breaking my stride, the changed
wording reflects profound issues, some to con-
tent, and some to form. What changes can
we make to our liturgy without violating its
integrity? Must our prayers portray a carefully
constructed, formal and logical theology? As
moderns, must we be contemporary and natu-
ralistic, and thus reject the supernatural and
miraculous (in its sense of extraordinary and
inexplicable, not the “ordinary” miracles of
daily existence)?
