Uncle Tungsten: Mem-
ories of a Chemical Boy-
hood by Oliver Sacks,
published 2001. Yes, this
is the famous neurolo-
gist Oliver Sacks who
wrote The Man Who Mis-
took His Wife for a Har
and many other books
for which he has won
numerous awards. He
comes from a large Brit-
ish Jewish family of phy-
sicians (including both
Parents) and scientists.
His Uncle David was
called “Uncle Tungsten”
because he had a light
bulb factory, bet he also
loomed large in Oliver's
childhood because he
taught him a great deal
about metals. The book
is fascinating both for the description about the lives and
minds of members of this remarkable family, but also because
it narrates how the family was simultaneously very British and
very Jewish. The review of the book in 7he New York Review
of Books said, “Good prose is often described as glowing lumi-
nous, numinous, glimmering, shimmering, incandescent, radi-
ant. Sack’s writing is all that. Apart from its stylistic wattage,
Uncle Tungsten is about light of many sorts . . . above all, about
the light of the human mind, the capacity of human beings
to discern pattern and organization amid nature's seeming
caprice.” (in paperback)

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A Few Words from Kehillat Ma’arav’s
Membership Committee

A secular education teaches students to make a living. A religious education teaches students to live.

he last two Membership Committee columns were based

upon last April’s presentation by Dr. Stephen Marmer.

They addressed what parents should do to raise commit-
ted Jews and described the resources that are available to those
parents. This month’s column focuses on the child. Once s/he
has been imbued with a passion for Judaism, s/he will have a
thirst for greater knowledge and a desire to be part and parcel
of the organizations that our community has developed to help
nurture the next generation. Many are sponsored by the Con-
servative Movement with a broad range of services are offered
right here at Kehillat Maarav. They begin with KM Kids, a
weekly program during which happy, singing and dancing tod-
dlers are introduced to Jewish holidays and Jewish themes such
as tzdaka and Tikkun Olam.

Each year thereafter KM’s Religious School offers classes that
correspond to secular school grades. Our K-1 program includes
materials, music, activities and stories that bring Judaism to
life. Grades two through seven focus on three core academic
subjects taught by three teaching specialists. Those subjects are
Hebrew, Prayer/Music and Ethics/History. Alternatively you
may choose to enroll your child in a Jewish day school. Many
excellent Conservative schools dot our landscape. In addi-
tion to allowing more comprehensive curricula, day schools
include Shacharit (morning) services. Students become com-
fortable with prayers and achieve greater insight into our tefilot
(prayers), siddurim (prayer books) and Chumash (five books
of Moses).

Multiple education options also exist for pre-teens and teens
within our community. For example, you may send your stu-
dent to a local full time Jewish high school. The ones in L.A.
boast outstanding records for acceptance to prestigious univer-
sities. You may also consider the Los Angeles Hebrew High

School, a supplemental school that is part of the Conservative
Movement. Its mission is to provide experiential and text-based
Jewish education and significantly contributes to the intellec-
tual, emotional, social, cultural and religious growth of post
Bar/Bat Mitzvah students. Alternatively, you may opt to keep
your post Bar/Bat Mitzvah student closer to home and enroll
her/him in KM’s BiYachad and Ozrim programs (visit http://
km-synagogue.org/education/religious-school/ for details).

In addition to formal education, children should participate
in religious and social groups. Each Shabbat Kehillat Ma'arav
offers Tot Shabbat (ages 2—6) and Shabbat Club (ages 7-12)
plus our new Moadon lounge. It is open after services to allow
our youth the opportunity to socialize in their own special set-
ting. Our invigorated United Synagogue Youth (USY) chapter,
composed of children in grades 7 to 12, and Kadima program for
grades 4 to 6 are wonderful social and educational entities that also
supplement formal classroom studies. And let’s not forget Camp
Ramah. Ramah is the camping arm of Conservative Judaism. With
eight overnight camps, four day camps and Ramah Programs in
Israel, Ramah impacts more than 9,000 campers and staff every
summer. The closest campus is just 75 miles from KM in Ojai,
CA. To learn more visit http://www.ramah.org.

There are no guarantees in life. In the real world you can
do everything properly and still have less than stellar results.
You may however improve the odds. By providing your child
with a home that is unabashedly Jewish, an education that is
on par with his/her secular one and a social life surrounded by
Jewish groups and organizations, you'll be able to breath easier
knowing you've passed your child’s birthright /dor vdor (from
generation to generation).
