Beginning the Saturday night before Rosh Hashana, and 
continuing through Yom Kippur, Jews around the world 
say “Slichot,” a special set of prayers designed to awaken 

us to the significance of the High Holidays. 
A major component of Slichot are the 13 Attributes of Mercy. 

They are found after the biblical incident of the Golden Calf, 
when God threatened to destroy the people of Israel rather than 
forgive them (Exod. 32:10). According to the Talmud, Moses 
felt that Israel’s sin was so serious that there was no possibility 
of intercession on their behalf (Rosh Hashanah 17b).

At this point, God appeared to Moses and taught him the 
Thirteen Attributes, saying: “Whenever Israel sins, let them 
recite this [the Thirteen Attributes] in its proper order and I 
will forgive them.” Thus this appeal to God’s mercy reassures us 
that repentance is always possible and that God always awaits 
our return.
•	 God of mercy (before a man commits a sin);
•	 God of mercy (after a man commits a sin);
•	 Almighty Lord of the universe, Ruler of Nature, and Man-

kind;
•	 Full of affectionate sympathy for the suffering and miseries 

of human frailty;
•	 Assisting, helping and consoling the afflicted and raising up 

the oppressed;
•	 Long suffering and slow to anger;
•	 Abundant in goodness i.e. granting His gifts beyond the des-

erts of man;

•	 True to Himself and speaking the Truth in love;
•	 Remembering the good deeds of the ancestors for a thou-

sand generations;
•	 Bearing with indulgence the failings of Man; and also
•	 Man’s evil deeds springing from malice and rebellion against 

God; and also
•	 Man’s shortcomings due to heedlessness and error;
•	 He will not allow the guilty to pass unpunished but visits the 

iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and 
fourth generation of them that hate Him.
The Kabbalists introduced the custom of also reciting the 

13 Attributes of Mercy before taking the Torah from the ark 
during the three pilgrimage festivals of Passover, Shavuot, and 
Sukkot. 

By reciting Slichot, we acknowledge our shortcomings as 
humans, and ask God to show us favor and mercy, to for-
give our flaws and help us to improve ourselves. Everyone is 
flawed—this is obvious. What we must acknowledge is that our 
flaws can be improved upon through changes in our behavior. 
We’re not hopelessly doomed to repeating our sins over and 
over. Acting upon this knowledge, coupled with God’s bounti-
ful mercy, will give us needed strength to approach the High 
Holidays. Let us all pray for the improvement of ourselves, our 
families, and the Jewish people. Amen.

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From Our President

Now that the High Holy Days are nearly here, it is a good 
time for me to reflect and share with you my experience 
growing up in England as a Jew, in school and in shul.

 My growing up in Manchester in the north of England 
included being amongst a population of approx. 60,000 Jews, 
the largest Jewish community outside London, yet we lived in 
a very Anglo neighborhood in South Manchester. Going to a 
secular public school (code word for Christian) meant that by 
the time I was ready for high school, I could well have been 
a candidate to be in the choir at St Paul’s Cathedral. On the 
upside, many Christian songs were a lot more melodic and 
meaningful than “I had a little dreidle.”

My Christian indoctrination changed when my parents 
insisted that I attend a coed Jewish public high school. (We 
were required to be Jewish but our level of observance was not 
a criteria). Kashrut was followed, but wearing yarmulkes was 
optional except when studying Hebrew or Torah. Curriculum 
included Jewish history, religious practice, and Hebrew studies. 
‘Schoolboy anti-Semitism’ on the way to school was manage-
able, but some of my Jewish classmates did question why God 

would allow the taunting Catholic school kids to be on our bus 
route. 

The synagogue we belonged to, like most in the UK, is affili-
ated with United Synagogues headed by the Chief Rabbi. By 
charter they are all orthodox. Observing High Holy Days was 
very much like saying goodbye for a week to your wife, mother 
and sisters. Women were upstairs where hat competitions 
silently took place. The men took turns keeping the constant 
low din of side conversation going. Taschlich was at the River 
Mersey (the same river that Gerry and the Pacemakers crossed 
60 years earlier). One lasting memory that seemed common-
place and normal at the time was my observation every Shabbat 
that 90 percent of congregants drove to shul but parked no 
closer than two blocks away hoping that the remaining truly 
observant 10 percent wouldn’t see that they had driven! 

Joking apart, the commonality in all this, whether attending 
a synagogue in the UK or in Santa Monica, is that a truly won-
derful experience is to be part of a community bond among 
Jews. On Behalf of my wife Eileen and me, we wish everyone 
at KM a L’shana Tovah.

We will be reading the biogra-
phy Louis D. Brandeis: A Life, by Melvin Urofsky. It's huge, so you will 
need the two months until our meeting October 28.

“The first full-scale biography in twenty-five years of one of the most 

important and distinguished justices to sit on the Supreme Court—a 
book that reveals not only Louis D. Brandeis the reformer, lawyer, and 
jurist, but also Brandeis the man, in all of his complexity, passion, and wit.  
“During Louis Brandeis’s twenty-three years as a Supreme Court jus-
tice (from 1916 to 1939), he developed the modern jurisprudence of 
free speech; laid the basis for a constitutionally protected right to pri-
vacy; and developed the doctrine of incorporation, by which the Bill of 
Rights came to apply to the states. 

“As a lawyer in the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, 
Brandeis pioneered modern law practice and almost single-handedly 
developed the idea of pro bono legal work. He helped draft the Federal 
Reserve Act, the Clayton Antitrust Act, and the law establishing the 
Federal Trade Commission. As an economist and moralist, Brandeis 
argued not only that banking and stock brokering had to be separate 
but also that both needed stringent federal regulation. As a Zionist 
he helped transform the movement into a powerful force in American 
Jewish affairs. 

“Drawing on family papers and materials never before available, 
Melvin Urofsky gives us the remarkable story of Brandeis’s effect on 
American society and jurisprudence, and the electrifying story of his 
time.”

Book Club



A Tale of Two Chapels

On a recent trip to Colorado to visit with my younger 
son, Russ, and his family, we spent a day at the Air 
Force Academy (AFA) in Colorado Springs. I have 

now visited all three service academies (the Coast Guard and 
Merchant Marine are not under the DoD). It was decades ago 
when I last visited West Point, and I don’t remember if we 
toured the Jewish chapel there, but I do recall visiting the grave 
of Col. Mickey Marcus, an American army officer who died 
fighting for Israel in 1948 during the war for independence. 
However, I have visited the Jewish chapels at both Annapolis 
and the AFA.

The chapel at Annapolis (The Commodore Uriah P. Levy 
Center and Jewish Chapel) is actually a Jewish center with a 
sanctuary and a number of other rooms for meetings and social 
events for Jewish midshipmen. It is a fairly new and striking 
building, and was mostly financed by donations from Jewish 
Naval Academy graduates and other Jewish sources. On one 
wall, to my surprise, was a plaque honoring a donation from 
Mal Roesch, the son of the kosher butcher from my hometown 
of Orange, NJ, who had gone to Annapolis. He was a friend 
of my brother, Hy, and my cousin, Howard. He was a star bas-
ketball player for Orange HS, and went on to play basketball 
for Navy. After his tour of duty, he became a highly successful 
stock analyst. Clearly, given his contribution to the Center, he 
had learned well the principles of tzedakah. My cousin Howard 
told me that Mal, who died in 2008, had donated a lot of 
money to Jewish causes.

The chapel at the AFA is housed in an architecturally strik-
ing building on the campus in Colorado Springs. It is a 
landmark building that has a number of spires that seem 
to emulate the peaks of the nearby Rockies. It’s a two-story 
building with the top floor which houses the Protestant 
chapel, while the Catholic, Jewish, and Buddhist chapels 
are housed on the bottom floor, somewhat below grade 
level. (This is unlike the Levy Center at Annapolis, which 
is a three-story building totally devoted for use by Jewish 
midshipmen). The chapel contains some very interesting art 
works that serve somewhat in lieu of stained glass windows. 
But the most interesting display was a torah from the holo-

caust. It had been hidden in a factory in Germany and was 
uncovered some years after the end of WW II. It was in per-
fect condition. The work of the scribe was meticulous: clear, 
crisp lettering that was easy to read.

Visiting the chapel at the same time was a couple from 
Denver that we met totally by coincidence. Together the man 
and I examined the torah. He was astute enough to know that 
the torah was open to the parsha in D’varim containing the Ten 
Commandments and the Shema. Together we read the Shema 
aloud. I was impressed by the fact that he not only knew what 
this parsha was, but that he also knew where to search in the 
text for the Shema. Afterward, he said, “We read the Shema 
from the torah on Shabbos,” as though to say that even though 
we had not observed a proper Shabbat (because we had both 
driven long distances to get to the Academy), we had somehow 
made up for it by reading from the torah.

At this point you may be asking what this has to do with 
education. I first met Mal Roesch when we moved back to 
Orange in 1944, when he was in high school. His father went 
to shul regularly, and on occasion, Mal and his older brother 
Ben also went. Mal was a product of the Hebrew School that 
I went to, and something must have stuck. He felt that it was 
important that there be a Jewish Center at the Naval Acad-
emy, a place where Jewish midshipmen could go to worship 
and meet together as Jews. Before the center was constructed, 
Jewish midshipmen had no place that they could call their own 
to go to for services. And he contributed (apparently sizably) to 
help ensure that they now had a place to call their own.

The man from Denver, I found out, was born in a DP camp 
in Germany after WW II. His parents were holocaust survi-
vors. Although some holocaust survivors feel that they were 
abandoned by God and abandoned the religion as a conse-
quence, his parents felt that it was important to send him to a 
yeshiva, which he attended for a year. He attends shul regularly 
and puts on tefillin every day. Clearly, his religious education 
did not wear off, either.

I like to think that these two men are/were better people and 
better Jews because of the Jewish education they had.

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From the Ritual Committee

Summer is winding down and our thoughts start to go 
towards the Fall season. While parents may focus on pre-
paring their young children for school, the Ritual Com-

mittee has been preparing for the upcoming High Holidays. 
Our reflections often involve the Olympic Collection, which 
is our home for the High Holidays. Recent members may feel 
that we have always had services there, but long term members, 
who remember other venues, might be surprised to realize that 
this Fall will be our eighth year at the Olympic Collection. The 
Ritual Committee feels that the Olympic Collection serves our 
needs very well and has become our home away from home. 

Although in an ideal world High Holiday services would 
take place in the sanctuary that is used for Shabbat, this is not 
a reality for most synagogues in Los Angeles. Many synagogues 
are forced to move to larger venues for the High Holidays. 
Some large congregations with a large social hall and multiple 
rabbis and cantors choose to conduct their services in both the 
main sanctuary and that social hall. I have always wondered 
how they decide which group gets to hear the senior clergy and 
which group gets to hear the junior clergy. One large synagogue 
in Los Angeles stays in its own building for High Holidays, but 
is forced to conduct both a morning and an afternoon service 
in order to accommodate all the congregants. I have always 
wondered what it is like to chant the morning Shacharit ser-
vice in the afternoon. I think that we are fortunate to attend 
services at the appropriate times in one comfortable room with 
our own Rabbi Gotlieb and Cantor Miller. 

The Olympic Collection has many advantages. It is conve-
niently located for most of our congregants. It has adequate 

parking underneath the building and valet parking for those 
who need the convenience. There is street parking for those 
who wish to save money and do not mind walking. It has 
good elevators and is completely handicapped accessible—not 
true of other venues that we have used in the past. There is a 
Hamish feeling to the place, perhaps because the owners are 
Jewish and a Kosher kitchen is available for catered events. In 
addition we are not the only Jewish congregation that conducts 
High Holiday services in the OC. Metivta, the center for con-
templative Judaism, simultaneously meets on the second floor. 
According to their website, their service includes chanting and 
meditation. 

What happens inside our building during the Days of Awe? 
Does it sit empty and forlorn? No, not at all! Congregation 
Ahavat Torah meets in our facility and even uses one of our 
Torahs for the High Holidays. Ahavat Torah is led by Rabbi 
Miriam Hamrell and her husband Charles Hamrell, who have 
been members of KM for many years. Some congregants may 
remember that Rabbi Hamrell was a teacher in our religious 
school many years ago. Their congregation is unable to meet 
in a synagogue during the regular year, so they are overjoyed 
to be able to use our synagogue for the High Holidays. At the 
end of Yom Kippur they hold a catered dinner in our social 
hall to break the fast. When we return the Torahs to KM, it is 
always a pleasure to greet their warm and friendly congregants, 
all dressed in white for the holy day.

The month of Elul began on August 31. It is time for all of 
us to prepare ourselves for the up and coming High Holidays.

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A Few Words from Kehillat Ma’arav’s
